What a Waste
Packaging makes a product look more attractive and helps to hold items together, but often a lot of unneeded layers are used. For example, a box of chocolates my have five or six layers of packaging. All this extra packaging creates a lot of unnecessary trash. About one-third of the garbage in a landfill consists of discarded packaging.

Help your students become more informed consumers by asking each student to bring in one packaged product to analyze. Then have the student answer the following questions: Does it contain excess packaging? How can the packaging be improved? Can it be sold without packaging? Allow each student to present his product and his suggestions for improving its packaging to the class.
