Harry Potter Party Craft Ideas

Collect paint sticks from a local hardware store and have students decorate them as ‘wands’.  These can be used as bookmarks when reading the books!

Make a snitch by cutting a gold circle and white wings from craft foam. Hot glue the wings onto the circle and put a pin on it.

Make Invisible ink: Dip toothpick into lemon juice and write message on paper.  Make it appear by warming over toaster or in oven. Make a foaming potion to get rid of odors: Vinegar and baking soda.

To make a cauldron, paint the lower half of a Kool-Aid container black and discard the other half. Glue black beads onto the bottom for feet.

Make a crystal ball using a baby food jar with a small ornament glued to the inside of the lid. Add water, a bit of glycerin and glitter. Seal the lid with glue and turn the jar over.

Put baking soda in a small container labeled 'Powdered Horn of Unicorn'. Color some vinegar green with food coloring and label 'Sap of the Whomping Willow'. Put the 'unicorn horn' in a little place caldron then add the 'Sap'. If you put in a little dish soap, it would look even better (Add this after the baking soda). The dish soap could be called 'Flobberworm Slime'. Once the vinegar is added, the contents will appear to ""boil"" out of the cauldron. A great way to incorporate science into a craft

Buy a  12" piece of ½” fish tubing for each child. Put a piece of clay over one end. Since all wands have a "core", put in colored and metallic chenille stems (pipe cleaners). Then pour in a small amount of star shaped glitter and sealed the other with more clay.


Turn your party into a Hogwarts gala by making a simple cape for each guest using black cotton fabric. As each guest arrives, give him or her a home-made cape. After the sorting ceremony, allow the members of each house to come up with a crest or shield to represent their house.  Using felt, cut out small shield shapes for the children to decorate. Provide glue, glitter, pens, additional pieces of felt to cut out shapes, etc. For young children, simply draw large letters ("H" for Hufflepuff, "S" for Slytherin, "R" for Ravenclaw, and "G" for Gryffindor) on each shield once the sorting ceremony has divided them into houses. When the shields are finished, attach them to the capes with tape or a safety pin. For a look that's simply "Harry Potter", fashion spectacles from black pipe cleaners. Your guests will surely enjoy their Hogwarts attire long after your party is over!! 

Use a button machine, or button forms from a craft store, and make your own ‘Weasley is Our King’ buttons.  Students can also create their own house buttons.

Make Harry Potter magnets.  Using cookie cutters or stencils, allow students to trace and cut out shapes on sheets of magnetic baking.  They can then decorate their magnets as they wish.
