Lesson Plans for Wednesday, May 3
Miss Moore Out Today-Thank you for Subbing!!

   Welcome!  I hope you find today enjoyable and the students easy enough to get along with.  Please do not hesitate to take recess away for discipline problems.  Devin and Cole are in the front of the room for a reason-both boys cannot work well with their friends and should be kept at their desk unless the lesson calls for working in a group.  If they move to a group, please monitor them closely.
    I apologize for the state of the room, but I am packing to move out of state, and it is an ongoing process.  All papers necessary for the day are in a stack on the front black table.

    If you have any questions, please go to the room on the left and ask Maureen Isenegger.  She is my team teacher and will help you with anything.  I am getting some dental work done today and will not be able to answer my phone.

8:47: Students arrive.  Please remind them as they enter to place all items listed on the board into the red basket.  Lunch money goes in the envelope on the stool (Travis will take it down to the cafeteria when the students leave for special).  Middle school permission slip forms, luau slips and money and fish slips all go in the red basket.  Ask if students brought back any books from my library (they may place them on the back counter.  You may need to say this six or seven times-you’ll still get ‘oh yeah!’ on the seventh time. ;)  

9:05: Students are tardy at this point.  Call all students in from the hall, make sure all students signed in on the board (Jackie’s piece is missing, so make sure she is here) and write down all students who did not sign in as absent.  You might want to call the names a couple of times to make sure they didn’t just forget.  Devin, Zack and Nick M. ride the ‘late’ bus, so they may be late without penalty.  
9:10: Students are to be walked down to gym.  Make sure Travis has brought down the lunch money.
9:10-10:05: This is your prep time.  You can go over lessons, eat a snack, take a deep breathe, etc.  Enjoy!

10:05: Pick students up at gym and walk them back to the class.  

10:10-11:20: Students trade to go to math.  You will have a more independent class in here, and Maureen has students that need more individual work.  Please work on lesson 12.1 with students (the book is on the front table).  I will put the study links in the stack.  You may work on them in class or give them as homework, depending on the time you have.  You are also welcome to grade them in class and have the students turn them in for a grade.  There are red pens on the counter by the computers if they want to trade and grade.  

11:20-11:45: Students will come back from math class.  At this time, you can do ‘wall of fame’ with the kids.  They each drew a name last week of a classmate.  They have been watching them all week to find something great that the student did and should have recognized.  Pass out a piece of white paper to each student and give a box of colored pencils to each group.  They may have 15-20 minutes to decorate the paper with the students name and the great deed they did.  Then they can stand up and share their ‘certificate’ with the class.  
11:45-12:30: We had a father who works in the FBI visit on Friday, and he left activity books for the students to work on.  You can pass these out to the students and they can have fun working on them in groups.  You can choose if you want them to stay in their seats, or if they can move and sit with their friends (be clear from the beginning, though-we have some students who have suddenly decided they can get up and move seats during group work without permission).  They can use the colored pencils to color in the pictures and just have some quiet work/socialization time.  Feel free to talk to them about drugs/crime while they work on the packet.
12:30-1:15: Lunch.  You can eat lunch in the lounge with our fantastic fifth grade team and the hilariously entertaining aides, or you can spend a moment to yourself and eat in here.  Either way, enjoy!

1:15: Pick students up from recess.  Head down the hall towards the hall that leads to the front door and turn right.  Go straight and they will be waiting at those double doors.

1:15-1:40: Students may silent read at their desk.  Students are assigned pillow days, and if it is their day, they may use a pillow.  They MUST put them back at the end of the reading time, however.  If you see any pillows out, please take away pillow time during social studies.  Students may NOT take books from my library, as I am sorting, leveling and packing them up.  They should have a library book to read.  They may also take a book off the back table.
1:40-2:30: Students will head over to Mrs. Isenegger’s room for science.  Her class will come here for Social Studies.  We are doing an independent study unit for the Revolutionary War.  Every book in our library on the subject has been placed on the back table for reading.  They may get a book at the beginning of the hour and read it the whole time.  If they finish, they must ask your permission to get another one.  Otherwise, we’ll have kids just loitering back there so they don’t have to read.  There are historical fiction books, biographies, non-fiction books, etc.  They will get their research report rubric tomorrow when I return.  Students with numbers 1-10 may get pillows.  If there are extra pillows, they are to be left there.  Don’t let them talk you into picking more numbers for pillows.
2:30-3:25:  My students are to do the same exact lesson.  Just repeat what you did before.  

3:25: Students will stop their reading and take out assignment notebooks.  Please remind them to bring back all the stuff in the red ‘bring back’ box on the board.  
3:30: Students may do their jobs.  The room must be ‘spotless’ (as spotless as kids can get it ;).  If you see rulers/markers/scissors/robots on the floor when they line up to leave, make them clean it up.  They are getting a bit lazy with their cleaning.  When they are done, they need to stack their books up nicely on their desks and wait by them to be dismissed for their backpacks.

3:40:  Students are dismissed to get their backpacks.  You may choose one student to check the others out of their assignment books to get their stuff ready.  They should bring their bags into the room to put their books in.  When they are done, they may play a round or two of four corners or silent ball (there is a moose on my desk they can play it with).  They must be SILENT during the game.  If you tell them they can play this, they will get ready quickly.  

3:48: Students are dismissed and must be walked to the bus area.  Students who are being picked up should be walked down to the front doors.  Do not let them leave until you meet the parent.
