Book bag to hang on back of student's chair
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1. Putting right sides together, fold bottom up 12" to make a pocket.

2. Stitch along sides of pocket from the fold to the [image: image2.png]


using 5/8" seams. Do a double row of stitching to make a strong seam or use bias tape. (This is highly recommended.)

3. Reinforce at the [image: image3.png]


because these areas will takes lots of stress.

4. Turn pocket right side out and press.
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	1. Putting wrong sides together, fold top down 10 1/2" to make a pocket that will go over the top of the chair.

2. Stitch along sides of this pocket from the fold down to the [image: image5.png]


using 5/8" seams. Do a double row of stitching to make a strong seam or use bias tape.

3. Reinforce at the [image: image6.png]


because these areas will take a lot of stress.

4. Turn this pocket wrong side out and press.
